1And it came to pass in the eleventh year,
in the first day of the month, that the word
of the LORD came unto me, saying,2Son of
man, because that Tyrus hath said against
Jerusalem, Aha, she is broken that was the
gates of the people: she is turned unto me:
I  shall  be  replenished,  now  she  is  laid
waste:3Therefore thus saith the Lord GOD;
Behold, I am against thee, O Tyrus, and
will  cause  many  nations  to  come  up
against thee, as the sea causeth his waves

and he shall make a fort against thee, and
cast a mount against thee, and lift up the
buckler  against  thee.9And  he  shall  set
engines of war against thy walls, and with
his  axes  he  shal l  break  down  thy
towers.10By reason of the abundance of his
horses  their  dust  shall  cover  thee:  thy
walls  shall  shake  at  the  noise  of  the
horsemen, and of the wheels, and of the
chariots,  when  he  shall  enter  into  thy
