shall  dwell  at  ease;  and  his  seed  shall
inherit the earth.14The secret of the LORD

let me not be ashamed; for I put my trust
in  thee.21Let  integrity  and  uprightness
preserve me; for I wait on thee.22Redeem
Israel, O God, out of all his troubles.
